Most individuals are concerned about the state of the environment and would like to do more.  The Green Team Project Residential Program (GTPRP) meets this desire with an easy-to-use format that supports teams consisting of small groups of individuals.  Using a Green Action Guide that has been tailored to our local area, team members have the opportunity to easily reduce their solid waste, hazardous chemicals, energy, water and fuel consumption while having fun and building community.  With minimal time and effort, you can save money and precious resources.





This program has something to offer whether you are just getting started with new sustainable practices, a long time recycler or environmentalist, a homeowner or a renter.  The GTPRP was designed to meet the needs of people with active and busy lifestyles by providing simple, easy to adopt conservation methods.  A team meets every other week for approximately an hour and a half and convenes for seven meetings to complete all the chapters in the Green Action Guide.  At the end of the program, the average team member has saved between 10-30% in EACH resource area.  More specifically, the average graduate: 





cuts junk mail by up to 75%,


reduces garbage sent to the landfill by 25-50%,


reduces water usage by 30%,


cuts energy usage by 25%,


cuts fuel use by 10% and eliminated one ton of air pollution per year,


eliminates altogether or substitutes with less toxic alternatives 15% of toxic household chemicals,


makes more earth friendly purchases, and 


saves between $60 and $500 per year (depending on how many actions a member completes).
